Scott Hagen provided the Fire report: the Fire Department responded to 6 Medical calls, had 4.5 hours of training for new firefighters, and will be conducting basic life support training in April for re-certification of firefighters.  Scott provided the reasoning and decision behind the change from purchasing a Peterbilt Water Truck to purchasing a MAC Water Tender. He explained that the MAC truck is already in alignment to CalFIRE specifications for use and is a new 2023 truck.  Ken Rose also provided some background on the MAC truck and CalFire specifications.

There was some further discussion on the need to have a review and update of District ordinances and policies. 
1) Randy Aubrey discussed personal wells in the District going dry. There was further discussion regarding the quality of the water and a study of the aquifer.  It was mentioned that a discussion with the County Hydrologist or the Rural Water Assoc. could possibly provide further information. 
Mike Arnold provided some information regarding Zep at Eagle Lake Trout Association and any money still in that fund. There was still $40,000 in the fund which might be available for the two permits being required for upkeep of the marina.
